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INTRODUCTION

parts.

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INSTALLATION STEPS

Before installation, please note that this tap is designed for floor mounting only, and 
we recommend that it is installed by a fully qualified plumber.

It is suitable for use on all boiler systems including pumped, gravity and combination 
boilers to a maximum pressure of 5 bar - pressure above this may require the fitting 
of reducer valves.

Please also note that failure to flush your plumbing system as part of the installation 
process will void the product guarantee. In addition, you must fully test the product 
before tiling and/or plastering, etc as Lusso will not be held responsible for any 
costs involved in the removal of the tap if you find there is a fault.

1 Install your hot and cold water feeds within the floor, and ensure that the feeds   
 have movement so they can be easily pushed into the floor void once the tap is   
 connected. 

2 Slide the cover plate approximately half way up the tap leg, then slide the    
       flexible pipes through the tap leg and fixing strut. Screw the fixing strut to 
 the leg.

3 Connect the flexible pipes from the top of the leg to the main body of the tap.   
 Screw the leg into the main body of the tap, being careful not to cross thread.

4 Pre-drill holes into the floor, ensuring that they line up with the screw holes on   
 the fixing strut, and then insert fixings into the holes.

5 Connect the flexible pipes to the hot and cold water feeds coming out of the floor. 

6 Bolt the fixing strut to the fixings in the floor, and screw the tap leg tightly into the
 centre holes of the strut. Any movement on the strut will cause the tap to be   
 unstable, so at this stage please ensure that it’s securely fixed into place. 

7 After ensuring a rubber seal is in both ends of the hose, connect it to the    
 handheld shower. Next, connect the other end of the hose to the main body of the  
 tap and slide the cover plate down over the fixing strut.

TROUBLESHOOTING

To clean and maintain the flawless finish of this product, please follow the below 
instructions. Improper maintenance will void your product guarantee.

 Clean with a damp cloth. 

 Do not use acidic cleansers.

 Do not use abrasive cleansers or cloths.

Why is the tap producing hot water when cold is selected, and vice versa?
It’s likely that the hot and cold pipes have not been connected the right way around - 
please check and amend.

There is a leak from the top of the tap - what should I do?
In this instance, the cartridge may have become loose during installation. To tighten 
it,  unscrew the long section of the lever by hand to reveal the hex nut, and unscrew 
the nut using the provided allen key. Put the lever and the screw aside, remove 
the dome shaped part, and then tighten the cartridge fixing nut with an adjustable 
spanner to create a seal and stop the leak. Once complete, reassemable the tap.

What could cause a fluctuating flow rate or low/no flow from the valve?
This may be due to either a blockage in the system, incorrect operating conditions, or 
a clog in the aerator. To unclog the aerator, simply unscrew it, rinse it with water, and 
reinstall it - if the problem persists, please consult with a qualified plumber. 

How do I replace the cartridge?
Isolate the water to the tap, unscrew the long section of the lever by hand to reveal 
the hex nut, and unscrew the nut using the provided allen key. Put the lever and 
the screw aside. Next, remove the dome shaped part, unscrew and remove the 
cartridge fixing nut, lift out the cartridge, and replace it with a new one - ensuring 
that the holes are aligned - before reassembling the tap. holes are aligned - before 
reassembling the tap. 
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
